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1 Reason for Change

The goal of this CR is to follow-up the comment, received from DM group members during Bangkok meeting, that this new architecture should follow the new recommendation of the ARC group: adopt the new scheme of representing the interface in terms of service provided by one of the two entities at each end of the interface. Therefore, the proposed changes are to separate the existing bi-directional DMSCHED-1 interface into two one-directional inferfaces, DMSCHED-1 and DMSCHED-2.

5.3.7     Interfaces

5.3.7.1     DMSCHED-1 
The DMSCHED-1 is one of the two logical interfaces between the DM Scheduling Enabler Client and the DM Scheduling Enabler Server. Through the DMSCHED-1 interface the DM Scheduling Enabler Server requests or accesses the service exposed by the DM Scheduling Enabler Client to install, reconfigure, and remove the Schedule in the device. In addition, through this interface, the DM Scheduling Enabler Server may also activate and deactivate the Scheduling Operation on the Device. 
5.3.7.2     DMSCHED-2
The DMSCHED-2 is second logical interface between the DM Scheduling Enabler Client and the DM Scheduling Enabler Server. Through the DMSCHED-2 interface, the DM Scheduling Enabler Client provides information on the Scheduling Operation on the Device such as the registered status changes and the results from scheduled task executions, and the DM Scheduling Enabler Server receives such information or reports. Note that this interface is associated with the Status Reporting described in section 5.3.1.6.
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
