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1 Reason for Change

After a device is bootstrapped from a smartcard, the device has the ability to communicate with DM Server for further provisioning. But the DM server can’t initiate a DM session immediately after the device bootstrap if the network discover function is not provided (discover function is out of OMA DM scope).  The device can’t be provisioned by server immediately after bootstrap in this case though the immediate provisioning requirement is significant.
To satisfy the requirement above, the card issuers such as network operators can set some indicators in the smartcard to tell the device to establish the connection to Device Management Server autonomously after bootstrap.
A use case with corresponding requirements is added for the reasons above.

He inserts the Smart Card to the new Device and the Device is bootstrapped from the Smart Card. The Device initiates a DM session to the DM Server autonomously for further provisioning after bootstrap, which is indicated by some indicators set in Smart Card. After DM session ends up, the Device is well provisioned and John can enjoy the novel services.
