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1 Reason for Contribution

During the R&A period for the Closure Review of DM_SC 1.0 TS some comments were provided by two member companies. The present contribution aims to provide a list of such comments along with a status in order to determine that no major issues are pending.

3 Detailed Proposal

The comments raised during the R&A period of: OMA-DM-SC-2009-0019-INP_TS_Closure_Review along with proposed resolution and status are shown here below:
1. Peter (Qualcomm): Unclear if the DM Client needs to support bootstrapping. Will the device be factory bootstrapped with the SC DM server address or will it be expected to pick up the bootstrap file from the smartcard?
ANSWER: The DM_SC enabler covers the dynamic provisioning, not the bootstrap. Bootstrap is defined in DMBOOT specification and several mechanisms are included. Also, the DM_SC AD clarifies this point in section 5.4.1: "[Data provisioning triggered by the management authority...] does not refer to bootstrap data, which is covered in [DMBOOT] and can be provisioned using different mechanisms". This comment can be CLOSED with no action.

STATUS: Agree to CLOSE it.

2. Svante (Sony Ericsson): 
a. “Remove unused references: RFC4234, C.S0074, DMSTDOBJ1.2 & OMADICT”
ANSWER: The TS has been updated on the 18th of January (OMA-TS-DM_SC-V1_0-20100118-D) implementing these editorial changes.
STATUS: CLOSED


b. “Remove unused abbreviations: 
i. CAT”
ANSWER: This is not considered an editorial change and will be addressed through a separate CR.

STATUS: To be closed through OMA-DM-SC-2010-0001-CR_Abbreviations_update


ii. & URL”
ANSWER: Abbreviation removed in OMA-TS-DM_SC-V1_0-20100118-D.

STATUS: CLOSED


c. “The TS is dependent on that the proposed changes in the AD will be accepted by the ARC WG.”
ANSWER: OMA ARC agreed the changes already.
STATUS: CLOSED
