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1 Reason for Change

With the approval of DM contribution OMA-DM-DM13-2010-0099-CR_DM_Interface_Label_Bugfix, there is a need to change the SC architecture diagram and replace all references to the DM-1 interface with the DM-2 interface.

It needs to be noted that when the SC AD was originally approved, the SC AD was fully consistent with the DM protocol AD and this change is necessitated by the fact that the DM AD has changed since the SC AD was approved.

Also important to note is the fact that DM 1.3 and DM_SC 1.0 are both Candidate enablers, the changes from OMA-DM-DM13-2010-0099-CR_DM_Interface_Label_Bugfix and this CR have to be synchronized in order to avoid inconsistencies between published specifications.
