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1 Reason for Change

Many of the new enablers currently being developed by the OMA DM group are focused on the development of new Management Objects and the behaviors (if any) associated with those management objects.  Since the DM group has agreed that the WSI enabler should initially limit its scope to cover only the DM 1.2 enabler, the WSI enabler should find a general mechanism to expose any Management Object.  This will allow the Management Objects from other enablers (such as FUMO, SCoMO, DiagMon, etc) to be easily managed via the WSI 1.0 enabler release.  

The requirement to create a general mechanism for exposing a Management Object via the WSI is analogous to how Alert 1226 was created for FUMO 1.0.  The use of Alert 1226 was created to report asynchronous results from a client to a server upon the completion of a FUMO operation.  The use of Alert 1226 will be extended to additional enablers such as SCoMO, DiagMon, and Scheduling for similar uses.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Update HLF for management of Management Objects via Web Services

The requirement will be updated to include representing a Management Object via web services as was discussed on the June 01 conference call.  
Representing a Management Object can be thought of as making a collection of all the properties and operations of a Management Object and exposing them through a single interface to the object.  For example, the FUMO would support getting / setting properties such as PkgName and PkgVersion and support initiating operations such as Download.
