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1 Overview

This liaison statement (LS) is sent from Open Mobile Alliance Download+DRM group (OMA DLDRM) to 3GPP2 TSG-C to provide an update about the status of our specifications and requesting an update from TSG-C. 
2 Proposal

OMA DLDRM thanks 3GPP2 TSG-C for its correspondence concerning file format headers. 
OMA DLDRM continues to work to support 3GPP2 file formats, and believes that specification C.S0050 is the appropriate reference. However, in C.S0050-0 v1.0, this specification does not appear to include support for encrypted payload formats at present.
OMA DLDRM therefore requests that 3GPP2 TSG-C inform DLDRM of the status of the work to support encrypted payloads in the file format specifications. It is recognized that considerable harmonization efforts have taken place between 3GPP and 3GPP2 with respect to file formats, and DLDRM encourages such continued collaboration here. 

DLDRM is finalizing the DRM 2.0 specifications on 1 April, and therefore proposes to make an informative reference to C.S0050 at this time. We will reassess referencing this specification, or as appropriate other 3GPP2 specifications detailing the encrypted payload formats, once they are finalized. 
3 Requested Action(s)

We kindly request 3GPP2 TSG-C  to note the information contained in this LS. We also welcome further exchange of information, especially related to any major changes to the specifications in question or their approval status.
