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1 Reason for Change

(I propose to say this to TP):

The DRM Version 2 Requirements document was approved in May 2003 and work on the Architecture and technical specifications has continued since that time.  That technical work is nearly finished, and this CR therefore achieves alignment between the Requirements document, Architecture and technical specifications, prior to all of them being entered into the Release Planning Consistency check in April.

The DLDRM group has paid attention to the Requirements document as it did its technical work, and this CR does not therefore delete any significant functionality from the Requirements document, as it is the group’s belief that most functionality has been implemented in the technical specifications.  However, there is one significant addition to the Requirements document, and that is the inclusion of the ability of Rights Issuer-defined groups of Devices (“domains”) to share rights objects defined for that group.

There are, in addition, the usual clean ups: clarifying terminology and definitions; moving requirements to more appropriate sections.

5 Recommendation

Consider and promptly approve this CR.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Full changes to the approved version of the document are seen in the attached version of the Requirements document, OMA-RD-DRM-V2_0_6-20040321-D, which is change barred versus the approved 20030515 version.

A summary of the changes is as follows:

Section 2.2, References:

Deleted unused references.

Section 3.2, Definitions:

Definitions tightened up and harmonised with those in other DLDRM specs, according to internal review and review by IFPI and RIAA (music industry bodies).  Includes changing “Protected Content” to “DRM Content”, a change which appear through most of the document.

Section 6, Market Requirements:

Addition of high level requirements (15 and 16) for support of domains (an RI-defined group of Devices that can share Rights Objects for that domain).

Deletion of requirements related to Version 1 which no longer made sense.

Addition of high level requirement for support of unconnected Devices (this requirements was previously in section 7.6).

Section 7.1, Security

Addition of requirements related to domains.

Section 7.7, Domains:

New section for Domains.

7.13, Usability:

Ability for DRM Content to contain user-readable information (copyright, artist, etc.).  This requirement formally related to putting this information in the Rights Object and was in section 7.6, Rights.
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
