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1 Overview

This liaison statement is in response to the liaison statement sent by ISO/IEC/JTC1/SC29/WG11 (MPEG) in October 2003.

2 Proposal

The BAC DLDRM working group (WG) wishes to apologize for the delayed response to above liaison statement.

As requested in the liaison by MPEG, we provide you with an updated version of the Requirements Document (RD) as well as the other specifications forming the OMA DRM 2.0 standard. This comprises the Architecture Document (AD), the DRM specification, the Content Format specification, and the Rights Expression Language specification.

Note that we did not include the WAP binary XML encoding specification, as it is not used in the OMA DRM 2.0 standard.

The BAC DLDRM WG respectfully declines the offer for a co-located meeting to define a profile of the MPEG-21 REL for the mobile domain at this point in time. The BAC DLDRM WG believes that the time of our both groups would be better utilized by investigating how the OMA DRM 2.0 standard could be deployed within the MPEG framework. By “MPEG framework” we mean the whole MPEG-21 multimedia framework not only comprising the MPEG-21 REL but also IPMP, etc. After joint consideration of how to achieve this goal, a co-located meeting might be appropriate in the future.

3 Requested Action(s)

The BAC DLDRM WG would like to kindly encourage MPEG to take into account the reality created by the implementations of the OMA DRM 1.0 standard that already exist, especially in the mobile domain, and the industry support for the OMA DRM 2.0 standard, which supports protection of high-value digital content and enables a wide range of digital content distribution models.

The OMA DRM 1.0 standard was optimized for the mobile domain and has been implemented in some 70 different device models from a variety of vendors since it was finalized in November 2002.

The OMA DRM 2.0 standard is targeted at a wider range of devices. While it takes into account the constraints of the wireless world, it remains device-agnostic, and thus enables a far greater range of applications, including personal computers and consumer electronics products. The BAC DLDRM WG decided to not adopt the MPEG-21 REL, choosing instead to continue utilizing the technology it adopted for Version 1, which is widely implemented in the market today.

The BAC DLDRM working group kindly invites MPEG to work together on a solution that will support rights expressions expressed in the OMA DRM 2.0 Rights Expression Language within the MPEG framework. We believe that the rights expressions used in the OMA DRM 2.0 system, which focus on controlling content usage by end users, could be integrated into larger-scale content delivery systems based on MPEG-21 standards. 

4 Conclusion

The BAC DLDRM WG appreciates the continued cooperation and exchange of liaisons with MPEG. The BAC DLDRM WG apologizes for the delay in response.

The BAC DLDRM WG recognizes and appreciates the effort by MPEG in the area of DRM. The BAC DLDRM WG kindly requests MPEG to consider and take into account existing standards in the area. In particular, in order to avoid fragmentation in the market, not limited to but comprising mobile and converging industries, BAC DLDRM WG kindly requests MPEG to align its effort with the existing OMA DRM 1.0 and 2.0 standards and implementations thereof. BAC DLDRM WG offers its help to MPEG to do so together.

The BAC DLDRM WG is looking forward to continued cooperation with MPEG.
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
