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1 Reason for Contribution

Users are more likely to buy content over a mobile channel if they can also enjoy this content on their other devices. This means that domain mechanisms are an important and differentiating feature of OMA DRM. In OMA DRM v2 however the end-user is always confronted with some complexity related to the management of the domain. Currently OMA DRM v2 does not provide an easy mechanism that allows a user to access his content on a number of devices without managing a domain. 

Additionally, in OMA DRM v2 each rights issuer maintains his own domains for its own rights objects. This means that the end-user must repeat the management of the domain for each rights issuer. So if a user purchases a new device that he would like to use with all his domain content, then this device has to be registered at the domains of each of the rights issuers. 

2 Summary of Contribution

This input contribution proposes to work on aforementioned issues in OMA DRM v2, aiming for backward compatible extensions that allow for:

· user identity based content access

· domain management once for all RI’s
