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1 Reason for Contribution

This document is intended to address the scope of the recently submitted proposal (OMA-DLDRM-2005-00247R01) to identify requirements and develop additional technologies to enable the use of secure removable media with OMA DRM compliant devices. The development of the use cases for just “secure storage medium” limits the use of this feature to a very small percentage of handsets. 
This document provides additional text for the Description and Objectives section of the proposed work item, which will allow for “portability” of Rights Objects stored on secure smart cards.  

This contribution requests that the scope of any approved work must address the use cases involving both secure storage medium as well as secure smart cards provisioned in many 2G/3G mobile devices.   
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes the addition of a use case that provides for the portability of Rights Objects between mobile devices with the Rights Objects being stored on the 2G/3G secure smart card. This contribution is to be treated as one of the pressing use cases referred to in the work item proposal. 
The pressing use cases involving “a secure storage medium” are assumed to apply only to secure memory devices and not to 2G/3G smart cards. The proposal is that this work item must incorporate Requirements and technologies that also apply to secure smart cards. .  

3 Detailed Proposal

The following use case to be added to the work item proposal: 
· Alice’s handset does not support secure storage media.  Alice purchases a new phone and wishes to port her existing rights objects to the new device.  By storing the rights objects on the secure smart card, this is achieved by moving the secure smart card to the new mobile device.

4 Intellectual Property Rights

BAC DLDRM to agree to include the storage of Rights Objects on the 2G/3G smart card as part of any approved new work item to develop technologies enabling the use of secure removable media with OMA DRM compliant devices.  
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
