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1 Reason for Contribution

This is a use case that is submitted for inclusion in the Requirements Document (RD) for the approved SCE WID, number 0130. 
2 Summary of Contribution

This use case describes sharing content temporarily between two OMA devices.  The contribution also lists the derived requirements from the use case.
3 Detailed Proposal

1.1 Temporary Access to OMA Content
Jacob has an OMA protected audio file on his handset. He is visiting his friend Mike’s house, and wishes to play the song on Mike’s STB.

Jacob connects to Mike’s STB via Bluetooth, initiates the transfer and the STB is able to initiate the play of the song whilst Jacob’s handset is present (in the Bluetooth vicinity).

When Jacob leaves Mike’s house, Mike is no longer able to play the song unless he buys the rights.
1.1.1 Actors

1.1.2 Actor Specific Issues
OMA DRM Agent implements OMA DRM specifications.  
1.1.3 Actor Specific Benefits
User temporarily can use OMA DRM protected content on other OMA devices. 

1.1.4 Pre-conditions
Jacob owns an OMA handset. 

Jacob subscribes to his mobile operator’s content service. He can purchase multimedia content via his OMA handset.
Jacob has a friend Mike with whom he sometimes likes to share his multimedia content within the limits designated in his rights.
Mike owns an OMA device.

Mike’s OMA device and Jacob’s handset support a means of communicating with each other which conveys proximity/presence information (e.g.,Bluetooth). 

1.1.5 Post-conditions
Audio file is available on Mike’s device in an encrypted form and can be played only when Jacob’s OMA handset is present.
1.1.6 Normal Flow  
1. User downloads OMA protected content on User’s OMA handset.
2. User stores OMA protected content in second user’s OMA Device.
3. 
4. 
5. Second User’s OMA device plays audio clip.
6. When first User’s handset leaves the vicinity, second user’s OMA device is no longer able to play audio clip.

1.1.7 Alternate flow

When User leaves vicinity, second user’s OMA device continues to play audio clip for a limited amount of time.

1.1.8 Derived Requirements

It SHALL be possible for content protected by OMA DRM to be shared temporarily between two OMA devices.
