	It SHALL be possible for a device that purchases DRM-protected content to request the ability to temporarily share that content with other nearby devices.

	Devices that share temporarily share content SHALL have the ability to reliably determine when they are and are not in close proximity to each other, and to make this proximity information available to the DRM Agents on each device.

	It SHALL be possible for devices in close proximity to mutually discover and authenticate each other prior to the temporary sharing of content between them.
