5.19.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

This use case describes that Alice can move and use the Content only from devices which was authorized by Content Provider.
5.19.2 Actors

	Content Provider
	A business entity that issues Content and Rights.

	Alice
	The User who owns Device1 and Device2 and purchased Rights to use Content.

	Device1
	OMA compliant device to which Content and Rights were downloaded.

	Device2
	OMA compliant device. It can be a consumer electronics device such as MP3 player, Digital TV, her brand new mobile phone, etc.


5.19.3 Actor Specific Issues
Alice

Wants to use the content in any one of the devices she owns. And in case she changes her mobile phone, she wants to use continuously the content in the new device. 
Wants to purchase Content at the almost same price as she might pay for unmovable contents.

Content Provider 

Does not intend that the unauthorized device consumes the Rights.
5.19.4 Actor Specific Benefits
Content Provider

Benefits from being able to enhance user experience which will in return increase the revenue.

Unauthorized devices cannot use the Content.

Alice

Benefits from being able to purchase cheaper Rights than domain Rights to watch the animation video.
Benefits from being able to use the Content from Device2 as well as Device1.
5.19.5 Pre-conditions
Alice purchased Content from the Content Provider. 
Using Device1, the Content Provider has given authorization to Alice that she can move the Content from Device1 to Device2 and use the Content in Device1 and Device2 but not in both devices at the same time.
5.19.6 Post-conditions
Alice is able to use the Content from Device2.
5.19.7 Normal Flow  
1. Device1 moves Content and Rights to Device2.

2. Device1 removes or disables the moved Rights.
