	Media Objects that are consumed according to a set of Permissions in a Rights Object.

	Media Object

Change 2:   Combined Use Case
7.1 Use Case 1: Moving DRM Contents between devices
7.1.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

This use case describes moving of DRM Contents and its associated Rights from one device or user to another user or device. After moving the Rights, the Rights are no longer usable in the original device or user. 
John enjoys his multimedia content on his mobile device. John would like to give his purchased content to his friend Jane as her birthday gift, so he transferred the content and its associated rights from his mobile device to her mobile device.  On another day, John purchased new mobile device which has more capability than the old one.  John would like to his purchased content to be playable on his new mobile device, so that he transferred his content to the old mobile deice to the new one.
7.1.2 Actors

	Sender Device
	The device that sends the DRM Content and associated Rights

	Receiver Device
	The device that receives the DRM Content and associated Rights

	Content Provider
	A business entity that issues DRM Content and associated Rights to User.

	User
	The human user of either Sender Device or Receiver Devices.


7.1.3 Actor Specific Issues
The User of the Sender Device wants to transfer DRM Content and associated Rights to the Receiver Device.
Sender Device and Receiver Device may belong to the same or different Users, or same or different user domain.

Content Provider wants to restrict unauthorized copying of the Rights.
7.1.4 Actor Specific Benefits
User benefit from being able to continue to enjoy his purchased DRM Content without re-purchasing it.

Content Provider benefits from being able to enhance user experience which will in turn increase the revenue.
7.1.5 Pre-conditions
Sender Device and Receiver Device are OMA DRM compliant devices.

The User may have created a user domain, that includes his/her devices, acting as a sender.

The User of Sender Device posessess the DRM Content and associated Rights, which are allowed to be moved to another device of same or different User with some restrictions set by the Content Provider.
7.1.6 Post-conditions

When the moving of DRM Content and its associated Rights to the Receiver Device successfully completes, the Rights in the Sender Device SHALL be disabled or removed, so that Sender Device cannot use the Rights, but Receiver Device can use the DRM Content by consuming the Rights moved from the Sender Device. 
7.1.7 Normal Flow

1. The Sender Device copies a DRM Content or sends a link to download DRM Content to the Receiver Device.
2. The Sender Device checks if it is able to move the Rights of such DRM Content to another device.
3. The Sender Device moves Rights to the Receiver Device via Content Provider
7.1.8 Alternative Flows
Alternative Flow A: In Step 3,
3.1
The Sender Device discovers the Receiver Device or vice versa, and establishes a connection.

3.2
After a successful connection establishment, devices shall mutually authenticate each other. If the mutual　authentication is unsuccessful, devices shall immediately close the connection between them and no further transactions are carried out.
3.3
The Sender Device moves the Rights to the Receiver Device directly without interaction with the Content Provider 
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
