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1 Reason for Change

Document OMA-DLDRM-2006-0087 was discussed during the Interim OMA DLDRM meetings in Seoul.  The document introduced the notion of constraints that can be placed on the number of Devices that SRM(s) can communicate with.  The document also discussed the notion of constraints that can be placed on the number of SRM(s) that a Device can communicate with.  The DLDRM group requested a modification of these notions to provide specific examples of the constraints.  This CR introduces requirements with explicit constraints.
