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WG 11 would like to inform OMA of our current work on profiling the MPEG Rights Expression Language (REL) for applications such as mobile, pre-recorded media and broadcast. Please find attached the texts of 21000-5 FPDAM1, REL Base Profile, and PDAM1, REL DAC (Dissemination and Capture) Profile, as approved during the 75th MPEG meeting. 

WG 11 would also like to enable interoperability between the REL profiles with the OMA DREL over supported use cases. During this effort, we have encountered the OMA DREL inheritance right (“inherit”) which is used for implementing the OMA subscription use case. As you can see from the REL Base Profile, the REL has its own approach to implement the subscription that does not involve using the inheritance right. Whereas the MPEG approach supports interoperability with the OMA DREL at certain level, it does not enable a direct mapping at the rights level. While considering a direct mapping, we have found that the definition of the OMA “inherit” right is unclear to MPEG experts. In particular, we seek clarification of its semantics in terms of (i) the entity (or entities) from which rights are inherited, (ii) the rights that are inherited and (iii) by whom the rights are issued. Our current understanding seems to suggest that the “inherit” right in its current form may result in some security and trust issues.

Thus, WG 11 would like to receive help on understanding the OMA definition of the “inherit” right, in order for MPEG to allow us to study translation approaches between Rights Expression Languages.

We are looking forward to collaborating with you on this interoperability and other related subjects.
