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1 Reason for Change

OMA DRM V2.0 defined a “Domain” of Devices that is managed by a Rights Issuer. SCE introduces a new type of domain called a “User Domain”, along with a “Domain Authority”, a “Domain Enforcement Agent” and a “Domain Policy”. QUALCOMM believes that "Domain Authority" and "Domain Enforcement Agent" are logical functions of domains, regardless of the whether domains are defined by Rights Issuers or other entities. Therefore, it would simplify the SCE RD document to treat DRM V2.0 Domains and SCE User Domains as equivalent. The only difference is where the Domain Enforcement Agent resides. By defining the logical entities of Domain Authority and Domain Enforcement Agent, SCE allows the management of “domains” either by the RI or by some other entity, including a User interacting with a Device-based Domain Enforcement Agent. QUALCOMM sees no need to have both Domains and User Domains.

This CR recommends that the OMA BAC DLDRM group agree to make Domains and User Domains the same.
6 Detailed Change Proposal

OMA DRM V2.0 Domains
The following figure illustrates the OMA DRM V2.0 Domain concept.
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In OMA DRM V2.0, the RI manages the Domain. To be added or removed from a Domain, a Device must communicate with the RI. The following are implicit with this model:

· The RI determines which Devices can be added to the Domain.
· The RI determines how many Devices may be in the Domain.
· The RI may support different domains of different sizes.
· When the RI provides a Domain RO for a particular Domain, it knows what the domain policy is for that Domain.
In other words, the RI has one or more implicit policies that it uses to manage Domains.
SCE User Domains

The following figure illustrates the SCE User Domain concept:
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In this case, it is the Domain Enforcement Agent that explicitly manages the User Domain based on a Domain Policy provided by a Domain Authority. When an RI provides a User Domain RO for a particular User Domain, it has to know what the Domain Policy is for that particular User Domain.
SCE does not specify the location of the either the Domain Authority or the Domain Enforcement Agent, all SCE does is define the entities and their roles.
Combining Domains with User Domains

The following figure illustrates how an OMA DRM V2.0 Domain is equivalent to an SCE User Domain.
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In other words, the OMA DRM V2.0 Rights Issuer is implicitly the Domain Authority and the Domain Enforcement Agent of (User) Domains. There is no need to treat Domains and User Domains as different types of domains.
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
