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1 Reason for Change

This change request is to add backward compatibility. There are four possible scenarios.
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1.1 1.0 client interacting with 1.0 server (content).
1.1.1 Normal 1.0 use case.

1.2 1.0 client interacting with 2.0 server (content).

1.2.1 The new content being added should have both 1.0 and 2.0 version of DD file(s) if possible.

1.3 2.0 client interacting with 1.0 server (content)

1.3.1 Client should be backward compatible.

1.4 2.0 client interacting 2.0 server (content)

1.4.1 It is very likely case that server has both 1.0 and 2.0 DD files.

1.4.2 It is very likely for a 2.0 client to publish 1.0 as well as 2.0 MIME type in accept header and/or UA Prof RDF.

1.4.3 This make server behaviour little ambiguous.
1.4.3.1 Server may choose to look at the accept header and which ever MIME type comes first, server the content with that MIME type. This opens the possibility of serving 1.0 DD to client supporting 2.0.

1.4.3.2 Second possibility is accept header has */* and server looks at UA Prof RDF file. Same procedure as 1.2.3.1 is repeated.
