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1 Reason for Contribution

The reason for this contribution is to discuss whether the SCE definition of Temporary Sharing should be made more general to allow also other constraints than proximity in order to temporary share rights for DRM content.

2 Summary of Contribution
The SCE RD defines Temporary Sharing as sharing that is possible only while the source and recipient Devices are in proximity. During the Vancouver meeting another form of temporary sharing was introduced: Lending. The author believes that also other forms of sharing could be possible in ad-hoc groups such as friends, family, and anonymous groups.

3 Detailed Proposal

Is it really required to be in close proximity to start a temporary sharing??? 

Other groups that might want to temporary share ROs

· family members

· friends

· unknown-anonymous group

Examples

· family members in different parts of the world want to use the same music library, but only sometimes

· friends in different countries want to watch a movie together once, that one of them bought with the right to share it

· group of people in an online-game, some of them want to share DRM content (e.g. a music song) spontaneously during the session
· select a group of users from a forum group with whom you are in an instant messaging communication with, for sharing content temporarily 

· user offers a right for sale, time for this offer is limited, thus potential buyers are unknown to the user

These examples could be covered by the domain concept of DRM v2. However, once the SCE enabler becomes valid, flexibility in scenarios as mentioned above will be appreciated by end users.

Possible new definition 

Temporary Sharing is possible when certain conditions apply for device and recipient device, e.g. to be in proximity, to lend sth, to sell sth, to select a group of people from a bigger group, ...
