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1 Reason for Contribution

The reason for this contribution is that no charging requirements were defined for SCE RD yet.

2 Summary of Contribution
This IC discusses possible charging requirements and related examples.
3 Detailed Proposal

The following are general requirements to be discussed:

· SCE shall enable the exchange of charging information (CI/RI).
· Content provider (CI/RI) shall be able to obtain payment from a Billing Service Provider.

· SCE shall enable to collect charging information for billing.

· SCE shall enable a CP to use pre-paid, pay now or post-paid charging mechanisms for RO acquisition.
Use cases to be discussed:

· The RI should allow the re-selling of a RO, for example, one could consider an adapted Ebay-scenario: the user has purchased the right to watch a movie 5 times, after 3 times, he wants to re-sell the 2 rights left.

· RO generation should not only be possible by the RI. For example, 
· if users want to make public their private collection of pictures but they do not want to do this for free, or 
· if a musician wants to distribute his music without a label but still wants to get some money. 
We think, for a broad acceptance of SCE, these use cases should be considered.

Possible requirements for charging related to such scenarios:
· SCE shall enable a user to apply its own charging mechanisms when exchanging content with other users. 
· SCE shall enable a user to give a RO to another user and get reimbursed for it.
· SCE shall enable a CP to limit the further re-selling of content.
