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1 Reason for Change

During the discussion on the User Domain management delegation in CR0155R01, we were faced with the differences in understanding the definition of ‘Domain Enforcement Agent’. Currently, Domain Enforcement Agent is defined as ‘the entity to enforce the Domain Policy on behalf of the Domain Authority’ in latest SCE RD, and it can be interpreted as the following two meaning:

• A Conceptual Entity that currently manages the User Domain and enforces the Domain Policy defined by the Domain Authority for the User Domain. It can be a Device that contains the functional modules that are used to manage the User Domain and enforce the Domain Policy specified by the Domain Authority.

• A Functional Module or a chunk of codes that can be used to manage the User Domain and enforce the Domain Policy specified by the Domain Authority. Domain Enforcement Agent can reside in many different devices, one of which could be designated as the ‘Master DEA’ that manages the User Domain.

Both meaning can be valid according to the current definition of Domain Enforcement Agent because current definition is quite ambiguous. It is important to clarify the definition of Domain Enforcement Agent not only for the management delegation but for other functionalities related to it. So we propose a new definition of Domain Enforcement Agent as a functional entity.
