�These ROs can contain the same permissions and constrains as the original ROs but can be bound to a different Domain


�I think it is important to mention this as we may have to provide a mechanism to allow the RIs to collect payments for RO duplication.


�Looking at the use case, this is needed to allow:


“When John returns home, the members of the Home Domain can consume the content from the New Domain while the John is at home but it is not permanently added into the Home Domain and it can not be consumed when John is not at home.”


And


“When John is at home he can also listen to any content that has been added to the Home Domain since he spawned his new Domain but it is not permanently added into his New Domain”

The exact details will depend of the contents of the Domain Policy but examples could be:


AND Semantics: where the resultant Domain Policy has to be valid subset of the all Domain Policies of the Domains that will be merged. E.g. If Domain A and Domain B are to be merged and the Domain Policy for Domain A only allows the Domain to contain 3 devices and the Domain policy for Domain B allows 5 devices then the valid subset of both Domain Policies is a Domain Policy that allows only 3 Devices.


OR Semantics: where the resultant Domain Policy is selected to be one of the Domain Policies from the Domains to be merged.
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
