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1 Reason for Change

Support for volatile Media Objects will bring substantial added-value to the DLOTAv2 enabler, by allowing memory cleaning with limited user interaction on constrained devices. Return from experience deploying download services has shown that a very minor addition to support such feature greatly improves the user experience. This feature would apply to content that is not meant to be kept indefinitely such as news updates videos, etc...

	If this attribute is missing, the Media Object is considered as persistent. If it is present the Media Object is said volatile.
The DL agent MAY inform the user that some Media Objects are obsolete and question whether he wants to erase them. Frequency of such messages should be linked to situation where terminal should run out of storage memory soon (memory storage has reached ~99% for instance).

Complementary behaviours:

· If the user is asking to delete the object prior that the validity time has been reached, then the object MUST be deleted.

· If suppressUserConfirmation is present then the DL agent SHOULD not request confirmation of the user to proceed to the deletion

· If deleteNotifyURI is present then the DL agent SHOULD inform the server of the deletion
