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1 Reason for Change

As a result of feedback from content providers regarding DRM v2.0 we have identified several features that are missing from the standard, these include:

- music tracks should not be used as ring-tones 

Indeed, for content providers, music tracks and ring-tones are two distinct products, and it shall be possible to restrict their application to the intended usage only. 

0239R01 (DRM v2.1 additional requirements, content products differentiation) contains the following requirement:


DRM v2.1 SHALL allow to restrict the use of a content to a certain class of application.

This requirement can be easily fulfilled by the definition of a few URN at OMNA / DRMS, re-using the tag <system> as defined in OMA-TS-DRM-REL-V2_1.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

V2.0 Devices will not support the proposed additions.
