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1 Reason for Change

This document suggests a technical use case which is derived from the requirement labelled SCE-HL-006. The requirement reads:
The SCE Enabler SHALL allow a Device to request from the Rights Issuer the permission to share Rights (e.g. move Rights, copy Rights, lend Rights and so on), in the case where the user's existing Rights do not explicitly permit sharing; the SCE Enabler SHALL allow the Rights Issuer to respond by including newly generated (Domain, User Domain, or Device) Right Objects to be used by intended Move recipient Device(s).

It is recommended that group members agree this document and incorporate the proposed use case into OMA DRM SCE AD.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  add the following into the Scope section
The scope of this document is to define the architecture for enhancements to the OMA Digital Rights Management (DRM) specifications to enable the secure exchange of DRM -protected content among multiple devices.  These enhancements include the following:

· The definition of a centralized domain management function, such that users do not have to manage domains for each source of Protected Content for a domain

· The definition of an Import function that will allow content protected by non-OMA DRM mechanisms to be consumed by OMA DRM devices.  Together with the Export function defined in OMA DRM V2.0, the Import function will make it possible for OMA DRM devices to securely exchange content with non-OMA DRM devices.
· Allow a Device to request from the Rights Issuer the permission to Share Rights, in the case where the user's existing Rights do not explicitly permit Sharing.
Change 2:  add the following into section 5.4
5.4 Flows

5.4.1 Obtain Rights for Sharing

Figure xxx depicts how Device1 achieves to Share with Device2 the Rights that do not explicitly permit Sharing.

The steps:
1. The user of DRM Agent1 informs RI his desire for Rights for Sharing the Rights in an existing RO (which does not permit Sharing) by all manner of means, e.g. by browsing RI’s portal and inputting some parameter (e.g. the existing RO’s ID and the desired Rights used for Sharing) in the web page. How this step is achieved is outside the scope of SCE.

2. RI sends an RO-Upgrade ROAP trigger to DRM Agent1. By this message, RI may tell DRM Agent1 the ID of a new RO which is intended to be used to upgrade user’s existing RO to fulfil user’s desire. If RI does not happen to keep a record of the existing RO, RI may also tell DRM Agent1 to upload the existing RO by this message.
3. DRM Agent1 sends an RO-Upgrade ROAP Request to RI. This message may include the ID of the RO intended for upgrade and the state information of existing RO (if it is stateful). If RI tells DRM Agent1 to upload the existing RO by previous message, this message may also include the existing RO.
4. RI sends an RO-Upgrade Response to DRM Agent1. By this message, RI transfers the RO intended for upgrade to DRM Agent1.
5. DRM Agent1 upgrades the existing RO with the newly got RO intended for upgrade.
6. DRM Agent1 can now Share Rights with DRM Agent2. 
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
