In the section 5.2 Architectural Diagram, the figure 1 shows that the entities involved with DMP-1 protocol are DRM Agent and DEA. But in the section 5.3.10 DMP-1, it implies that the entity involved with DMP-1 protocol is DA, not DEA. This is confusing.
So this CR try to correct the description of the DMP-1 protocol to make the figure and the description be consistent.
