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1 Reason for Change

The current SRM TS uses formats that do not match the DRM V2.0 documents. This CR points out the differences.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1 Notation

Section 5.4.1 defines the notation for messages and has a generic diagram. It states “Each message has a name (e.g. Rights_Installation_Message). All message names are ended with the string ‘Message’”. Ending each message name with “Message” is too wordy and does not provide any clarification to the intent of the message. Similarly, using “_” betweens words makes it harder to type the names. In addition, each pair of messages has the same name. This notation also does not follow the general convention of DRM V2.0 where a request message ends with “Request” and the response message ends with “Response”. The table below lists some of the names that should be changed. Since there are still discussions on the Move protocol and the “Direct Rendering”, those message names are not included.
