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1 Reason for Change

The authors of this CR have identified a problem in the DRM 2.1 specification that makes the reporting of metering data unusable in the context of a group license.
The concept of group license was introduced in order to manage and protect a given set of objects. This would typically target albums and enables group-wide license attribution/revocation for example.
However the existing metering report mechanism and format do not allow precise report of single content within the targeted group. This is especially worrying if the various contents in the group do not originate from the same individuals/entities (e.g.: a “Best Of 90’s Rock” compilation). In case group license is used and for the content authors to collect the relevant fees according to content use, it is expected that the metering data report proposed in OMA DRM v2.1 is enhanced with the individual RO identifier within the group in addition to what currently only identifies the group.
This CR proposes a fix to address this case. The authors of this document believe that the consequences if not approved are that OMA DRM v2.1 metering will be unusable in the context of group licenses.

Change 1:  Change the section 11.3
11.2 Metering Report Formatting

The Raw Metering Report MUST be formatted according to the ABNF syntax defined in this section. The ABNF notation used is defined in [RFC4234]. The terminals <DIGIT>, <WSP> and <CRLF> are also defined in [RFC4234].

rawMeteringReport = *(CRLF perContentMeteringInformation) [ CRLF ]

perContentMeteringInformation= (contentID %d58 consumptionCount %d58 accumulatedConsumptionTime)

contentID = *(VCHAR)

consumptionCount=*(DIGIT)

accumulatedConsumptionTime=*(DIGIT) %d58 seconds

seconds=%x30-35 %x30-39

Where: 

· contentID depends on the RO type used to consume the content :
· if the content is authorized to be consumed by a RO group, contentID is the concatenation of :
· the value of the <UID> element of the <context> element of an <asset> element and specifies the GroupId associated to the content
· a separator (a semicolon)
· the ContentID field in DCF's Common Header box and specifies the content identifier of the Metered Content to which the Metering Information applies
· Otherwise, contentID is the value of the <UID> element of the <context> element of an <asset> element and specifies the content identifier of the Metered Content to which the Metering Information applies.
· AccumulatedConsumptionTime is the accumulated consumption time in minutes and seconds (separated by the “:”)

In order to send the Metering Report to the RI the DRM Agent MUST insert the Raw Metering Report into the <rawMeteringReport> element of an XML fragment of type <meteringReportType>.  
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
