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1 Reason for Change

In the technical specification of OMA-TS-DRM_DRM-V2_1-20070103-D, the functionality of Export as a content streaming transmission for direct rendering is added in the section of 14.4. I am already aware that it is a good example allowing the user to export the content stream from OMA DRM enabled device to other rendering device and for immediate rendering, the transmission of streaming should be over the secure channel. In the cases, I just want to suggest that the description for exporting content streaming is required to be extended with more detailed clarification like the followings.
1. Rendering devices can be presented as a device without local storage as well as direct rendering device. The devices do not support the network connection with server and do not have any storage to save the content and to install the Rights Object, for example home electronics, DVD player, video game player, and headphones.
2. We don’t have to define the copy protected medium in more details, but I suggest that the protocol to transmit the content stream into the digital media receivers that are connected to transmitting device can be commented as a specific protocol between transmitter and receiver. 
This clarification is aimed at adding the correct meaning of protected links presented in the previous specification. In near futures, since the specific protocol can be considered for direct rendering mechanisms in SRM or SCE, I propose that we have to prepare the extensible description for them. As a result of that, it makes possible for the user to share their content to devices within their home that are connected to the original device.

14.4    Streaming to Other Devices

Another form of export allows the user to stream DRM content from the original Device to a rendering Device without local storage and network connection (i.e. home electronics, DVD player, video game player, and headphones) for immediate playback.  The content MUST be streamed over a specific copy protected medium where the transmission protocol between the Devices ensures that the DRM content cannot be copied in an unauthorized manner.
The general rules above in terms of transcribing the content and rights SHOULD be followed when streaming over protected links for rendering purposes. The specific protocol to transmit the content stream into the receiving device that are connected to transmitting device SHOULD be provided in the way of how they are mapped onto network protocols, such as UPnP™, HTTP, RTSP and RTP.
When <export> permissions are granted and the target system is a link protection scheme, it is understood that a transient copy is made to facilitate rendering on the target Device.  The appropriate signalling MUST be used to indicate to the target DRM/protection system, that the streamed content is used only for rendering purposes.
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
