Appendix A. Move Permission in Rights Object (Normative)
The Move permission in a Rights Object grants the permission to move the Rights Object between devices and SRMs.
A.1 Extension of Permission Model in REL
This document defines the extension of the OMA DRM REL specification [OMADRMv2] to include the Move permission in Rights Objects.
A.1.1 Element <permission>

	Semantics
	A single Rights Object can have only one <move> permission. For the other elements, refer to the OMA DRM REL specification.


A.1.2 Element <move>
	Element
	<!ELEMENT o-dd:move ( o-ex:constraint?)>

	Semantics
	The <move> element grants move rights over a Rights Object. It contains an optional <constraint> element.
The <move> element has the semantics of moving a Rights Object between devices and SRMs.
If the <constraint> element is specified the DRM Agent MUST grant move rights according to the <constraint> child element and the top-level <constraint> element if any. If no child <constraint> element is specified, the DRM Agent MUST grant play rights according to the top-level <constraint> element if any. If neither child nor top-level <constraint> element is specified, the DRM Agent MUST grant unlimited move rights.
The <move> element MUST NOT have a <timed-count>, <accumulated>  or <individual> constraint

A.1.3 Element <count>

	Element
	<!ELEMENT o-dd:count (#PCDATA)>

	Semantics
	In addition to the semantics as defined in OMA DRM REL:
If its parent <constraint> element is included in the <move> element, the <count> element specifies the number of times an <move> permission may be granted over the DRM Content and the Rights Object itself.

The DRM Agent MUST NOT grant the corresponding permission to the DRM Content more often than specified by the contained value. Similarly, the DRM Agent MUST NOT grant the corresponding permission to the DRM Content if the contained value is non-positive.

When used to constrain the <move> permission, the count MUST be decremented upon successful completion of the move protocol. 



Change 3:  New text, but extended from 2.0

8.1.1 Element <system>
	Element
	<!ELEMENT oma-dd:system (o-ex:context+)>

	Semantics
	The <system> element MUST only occur as a constraint to an <export>, <play>, <move> or <display> permission.

In the case of <export>, the <system> constraint specifies the target system(s) to which DRM Content and Rights Object(s) can be copied or moved. 

In the case of <play> and <display>, the <system> constraint specifies the target system(s) to which DRM Content may be transiently rendered.
In the case of <move>, the <system> constraint specifies the OMA entities to which a which DRM Content may be moved. In this case, the <context> elements SHALL contain a <version> element and a <uid> element. If a <move> permission is constraint with a <system> constraint, then the DRM Agent MUST NOT move rights using protocols other than specified by the <uid> element in the <system> constraint of a version equal or larger than the versions specified by the <version> element. 
The target system(s) are described in the mandatory <context> element(s). If multiple context elements occur these shall be treated exclusively, thereby allowing export/consumption on any of those systems.


The OMNA defined identifier for the SRM protocol is: “urn:oma:drms:oma-drm:srm” without the quotes. 
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
