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1 Reason for Contribution

The purpose of this contribution is to start a SCE MDCF specification
2 Summary of Contribution

The scope for this specification is to extend the OMA DRM specification to allow for distribution of OMA DRM protected content and associated metadata contained in an MPEG-2 transport stream. For this purpose this specification defines a specific DRM Content Format profile, called MDCF.
The inputted draft describes the relevant existing mechanisms of the MPEG2TS and OMA BCAST and proposes an initial draft of how to combine these into an MDCF. 

Compared to OMA-TS-SCE-MDCF-V1_0-20071031-D-rev1.doc changes introduced by 0525R01 are made in section 5.4 and 5.6 of OMA-TS-SCE-MDCF-V1_0-20080110-D. The change in 5.4 was discussed during the joint workshop with the China DRM Forum in Shanghai, while the change in 5.6 reflects a more flexible approach to leave room for other standardization bodies such as DVB to create solutions that are compatible with MDCF. 
In R02, the proposed MDCF draft is slightly modified by removing the note just prior to section 5.6.1.
