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1 Reason for Contribution

The development of recent DRM enablers has necessitated a revision to the guidelines for registering System names used within the DRM specifications and to the OMNA registration page.
2 Summary of Contribution

The guidelines contained in this document are to be used by OMNA in the administration of name registrations for DRM.    These guidelines replace those previously agreed in OMA-DLDRM-2007-0060.   

3 Detailed Proposal
1. DRM System Identifiers

OMNA maintains a registry of Digital Rights Management System (DRMS) URNs needed to fulfill the labelling requirements for system names. The System name element is described in the DRM Rights Expression Language (REL) specification (OMA-TS-DRM-REL-V2_1). 

The DRMS Identifier registry namespace is divided into two: one is for those organizations which have explicitly registered a root URN; and, experimental or private uses. These labels are described in the following sections.

The inclusion of any system in the OMNA registry is not an endorsement by OMA for the use of that system.  OMNA only provides a registry for system names.   

1.1 OMA-defined registrations
This list of URNs is a default set that will be managed by OMNA.   Registration requests to this list must be submitted to the DRM working group in the form of a contribution.    OMA-defined registrations MUST be approved by DRM.  
OMA-defined registrations have the form “urn:oma:drms:oma-<Type>:<SystemName>” where the root URN is  “urn:oma:drms”
In the example below, the <Type> is a DRM system designated as “drms”.
Example: 

 “urn:oma:drms:oma-drms:cleartext:1.0”

OMA-defined registration requests MUST include the following:
· The desired <SystemName> and <Type>.   The <Type> SHOULD be one of the previously registered types, but the request MAY propose a new <Type>.
· A description of the system

· Justification for the registration.   

Additional supporting information MAY be included with the request.   

1.2 External Organization Registrations

External organizations may request than OMNA register root URNs.   These organizations will submit a request to OMNA to register potential root URNs and then the organizations making such registration may define subordinate components.  
The organization is allowed to manage their own list of any subordinate components with the following provisions: 

· A link MUST be provided to a publicly available web page containing the complete URNs 

· OMNA MUST be promptly notified of any change in the link to the URNs

· URNs MUST be compliant with RFC2141

Explicit Registrations have the form “urn:oma:drms:org-<OrgLabel>:<SystemName>”

Example:
FooBar may request a registration and be assigned the root URN "urn:oma:drms:org-foobar".  They then may declare that they have three systems, e.g:

· urn:oma:drms:org-foobar:simple:1.0

· urn:oma:drms:org-foobar:complex:1.0

· urn:oma:drms:org-foobar:complex:1.1

The request for External Organization Registrations is done on-line from the OMNA registration page.  These registrations do not have to be approved by the DRM working group, but at least a general description of the system MUST be submitted to OMNA along with the desired <OrgLabel>.   Additional supporting information MAY be included with the request.   However, the DRM group will not review or evaluate such information as the basis for inclusion in the OMNA registry.  

OMNA will register the requested root URN but should refuse registration if it conflicts with any previously assigned URN or with general naming conventions.   

1.3 Private registrations

Private URNs are used for experimental purposes and are not recorded by OMNA.   However, any registered URNs in the OMA-defined or External Organization categories SHOULD NOT be used.
Private registrations have the form “urn:oma:drms:x-<PrivateLabel>:<SystemName>”
4 Intellectual Property Rights
