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1 Overview

The SRM Enabler has completed Consistency Review and should soon reach Candidate status.   This LS provides an update of this progress to the SD Card Association and gives the status of the review comments received from SDA.      
2 Proposal

Dear SDA,
The OMA Digital Rights Management Working Group (DRM WG) would like to update SDA on the progress of its work on the Secure Removable Media (SRM) work item.  
OMA has completed its final consistency review and the enabler package has now reached Candidate status, which is the first phase of the OMA release program.   The Candidate version can be found here:  SRM Enabler Release Package.   The SRM release can reach Approved status after it has completed the applicable interoperability validation and has undergone a public comment period.
The DRM WG resolved many comments during the review period including those received from SDA in your liaison statement dated 20 August 2007.    Those specific comments requested to limit the size of Rights Objects to be stored on the SD card.  Although it is difficult to set absolute size limits for Rights Objects and their components, it is recommended in the new version that a Rights Object (in XML format) not be larger than 4K if that Rights Object might be installed in an SRM.   Furthermore, the DRM Agent should compact the Rights Object Container (using WBXML) if the container is larger than 4K.
In the course of the comment resolution, numerous changes were made to the SRM documents to improve the efficiency and quality of the enabler.   The DRM WG does not consider the changes to be “major”, but we encourage SDA to review the updated documents and contact us should you have any additional comments.
We look forward to continued collaboration with SDA in the development of the SRM technical specifications.
