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1 Reason for Contribution

In the Vancouver meeting KPN presented a proposal to extend the use of SRM for broadcast services. This was presented in document OMA-DRM-2007-0496. The idea was to involve the SRM in the BCAST security system by letting the SRM have control over part of the BCAST security. Distributing the security over the DRM and the SRM strengthens security and facilitates renewability:
- one needs to break both SRM and DRM agent to gain full access

- if the SRM is broken one can give the user a new SRM and the service works again. 
In order to specify the required mechanisms there would be several options:

- adding it to the SRM 1.0 specifications

- adding it to the (to be created) DRM XBS 1.1 specification

- creating a separate SRM XBCS specification.

The SRM 1.0 was going into candidate status and it was not seen as appropriate to include this mechanism in that specification taking the timelines into account. Since the mechanism should solely target an extension to the SRM enabler in the BCAST environment it seems most appropriate to create new extensions for BCAST support for the SRM specification. So, this input contribution proposes a first draft baseline for that specification. 

2 Summary of Contribution
