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1 Reason for Change

The purpose of this CR (revised version of LRM TS attached) is to improve aspects of the specification of pairing-key management within the LRM TS, in particular towards fulfilment of AP 949: David to provide Pairing Key protocols that are consistent with existing SRM, A2A, and DRM 2.x protocols.
It expands upon the changes proposed in CR0271.

Outline of changes proposed: 
1. Simplifies RightsAuth protocol by suppressing LRM’s cap on number of Devices that access the RO.

a. Device List maintained by the DEA (and delivered to the DRM Agent) is therefore eliminated. 

b. Addresses issue raised in A2A security considerations without unnecessarily adding complexity.
2. States that DEA keeps all versions of Service Keys.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

No impact on backward compatibility is anticipated.

3 Impact on Other Specifications

No impact on other specifications is anticipated.
