5.1.1.2 Semantics

In addition to the semantics as defined in OMA DRM REL [OMADRMv2], SCE adds an optional “originalIssuerId” attribute  and optional "MoveIndication" attribute to <rights> element.

When the RO is originally issued by the RI, then the “originalIssuerId”attribute carries RIID, i.e. the hash value of the subject public key info field of the RI's certificate.

When the RO is originally issued by the LRM, then the “originalIssuerId”attribute carries LRMID, i.e. the hash value of the subject public key info field of the LRM's certificate.
For LRM rights,if "MoveIndication" attribute does not exist, this rights can not be Moved via RI. If it exist, this rights can be Moved via the RI implied by the “MoveriID” element and "MoveriURL" element. If the <provideMoveService> element is present in rspInfo element in LRM-RIRegistrationResponse[see SCE LRM], LRM will include the “MoveIndication” element in LRM created RO; otherwise will not.
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
