6.1 Modularisation

This section depicts the whole release as a collection of different functional modules where each one is a group of requirements identified as related with the offering of functionality.  

The defined functional modules are as follows:
· SRM to SRM rights Move: this functional module supports the process of Moving rights directly from SRM to another SRM.
· Provisioning: this functional module supports the process of issuing the Rights for the SRMs directly.
· SRM rights Upgrade: this functional module supports the process of upgrading the rights on SRM.
· Local Rights Consumption: this functional module supports the mechanism that certain Rights Objects can be consumed only when the SRM containing those Rights Objects is present in the device.
· Broadcast RO Move: this functional module provides the process of Moving Broadcast RO between SRM and Device.
· Token Management: this functional module provides the process of Token management when the Token is transferred between SRM and Device.
· rights Move between SRM and Device: this functional module supports the process of Moving rights between SRM and Device.
· General: Some requirements are intended to affect all the functional modules, and therefore are marked in the functional module column of the requirement's table as “General”.
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
