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DRM Charter

1. Description and Goals

The goal of the DRM working group is to specify application level protocols and behaviours that provide transactional and lifecycle management of content and applications.  Examples include:

· Confirmed content delivery 

· Support charging for content delivery and use

· Protection of commercial content

· Constraining content usage based on associated permissions

· Content distribution (including super distribution)

· Support for storing and sharing content and applications

The DRM WG uses or creates the following technologies to achieve the aforementioned goals:

· Application level protocols for client/server and peer-to-peer communication and file transfer.

· User agents responsible for enforcing behaviours.

· Packaging formats and media types.

· Rights Expression Language to express permissions and constraints

To achieve its goals, the DRM working group will coordinate with other groups (see sections 6 and 7) to accomplish the following tasks:

· Collection and refinement of requirements and uses cases, 

· Selection of security protocols and frameworks.

· Development of technical specifications, including maintenance of existing specifications.

· Review and approval of interoperability test plans and procedures.

2. Scope

The scope of the DRM WG includes the development and maintenance of DRM related enablers assigned to the DRM WG, such as: 

· DRM (Digital Rights Management)

· SRM (Secure Removable Media)

· SCE (Secure Content Exchange)

The scope of the DRM WG also includes liaising with other technical groups, both inside and outside of OMA, as necessary.

3. Criteria for Success

The success of the DRM WG is measured by:

· Participation from all parts of the value chain, including content providers and application developers, IT and software vendors, operators, manufacturers, and other stakeholders to encourage adoption in the marketplace.

· Timely approval of specifications that support the requirements and adhere to the overall OMA architecture.

· Completion of a comprehensive interoperability test programme for the specifications.

· Successful collaboration with both internal and external parties.

4. Duration

The DRM working group is proposed to be a standing committee within OMA. As a standing committee, the Working Group Charter is subject to review as required by the OMA governing processes.  Approved Work Item Proposals will govern the actual work performed by the DRM WG.

5. Resource Requirements

The Working Group requires the following resources:

· OMA staff assistance in arranging meetings – see section 8,

· OMA provision on email, conference call number, and web site services for member access – see section 8,

· OMA working group website FTP access for at least the working group chair and secretary,

· OMA liaison services – see section 6
No guarantee of commitment level is required, e.g. percentage of working time.  However, member companies are encouraged to permit their representatives to donate as much time as possible to bring new specifications to market as quickly and with the best quality possible.

8. Meetings and Communication
