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1 Reason for Change

As specified in the requirements for advertisements management, advertisements need to played before actual content consumption is initiated. This can be enforced using tokens (or credits) that are granted to the user’s device only after advertisement is consumed. This can also replace the need for the user to pay for associated content if sufficient number of advertisements is consumed.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add new paragraph in appendix B
B.1.1 Advertisements Enforcement with Tokens
An RI may encourage or enforce advertisements consumption by providing tokens to the Device after advertisement is consumed. Availability of tokens on the Device enables access to the corresponding DRM content whose usage is defined as token-based.
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Figure 1: Advertisements Enforcement with Tokens
1. The RI provisions Rights for consumption of the advertisement contents to the Device. During Rights provisioning it indicates that tokens will be granted to the Device if the advertisement is played out.
2. The Device plays out the advertisement content according to the enforcement rules specified in the associated Rights.

3. The Device reports advertisement play out to the Rights Issuer, which validates the report and provisions tokens to the Device. The Device can accumulate tokens delivered in response to advertisements consumption, and use them at some point of time for token-based usage of normal (non-advertisement) DRM content.
4. The Device acquires Rights for content that can only be played in exchange for tokens. The Rights indicate how the tokens are consumed when associated content is rendered (for example, n tokens are consumed every time the corresponding content item is played once). If the number of tokens on the Device is insufficient, content can not be played.
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
