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1 Reason for Change

As specified in the requirements for advertisements management, advertisements need to played before actual content consumption is initiated. This can be enforced using tokens (or credits) that are granted to the user’s device only after advertisement is consumed. This can also replace the need for the user to pay for associated content if sufficient number of advertisements is consumed.
R01: adds clarification as discussed during the 8th April conference call.
R03: changes the proposal so that it addresses the case when credits are accumulated on the SP side.
R04: as per discussions on May 6th CC: metering extensions are specified separately.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add new paragraph in appendix B
B.2.x Advertisements Playout for Rights Provisioning
An RI may enforce advertisements consumption by providing Rights Object for the DRM Content to the Device only after associated advertisement(s) is played out. 
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Figure n: Advertisements Playout for Rights Provisioning
1. The Content Issuer provides DRM Content associated advertisements to the Client. In its turn, the Rights Issuer provisions the client with the Rights for the playout of advertisements.
2. While 
3. the Client plays out the advertisement content according to the enforcement rules specified in the associated Rights, Metering Information is collected on the client’s Device (as mandated in the Rights).
4. The Client reports one or multiple advertisements playouts to the Rights Issuer or the advertisement manager, which collects the Metering Information. Metering Information reporting is based on DRM 2.1 metering flow described in Appendix B.1.7 including extensions specified in Appendix B.2.4.
5. The Client acquires Rights from the RI for the content that can only be played after certain advertisements or a number of advertisements are played out. Associated Metering Information is available on the Rights Issuer Portal or the advertisement manager portal, so that the validity of Rights provisioning can be controlled.
Note that, Rights Provisioning can be initiated by the RI after advertisement playout requirements are fulfilled. RI may indicate in the ROAP RO Acquisition Trigger that Rights are provisioned in exchange to advertisement playout.
Change 2:  Update definition of the Rights Issuer in section 4.1
· Rights Issuer

The Rights Issuer is an entity that assigns permissions and constraints to DRM Content, and generates Rights Objects. A Rights Object is an XML document expressing permissions and constraints associated with a piece of DRM Content. Rights Objects govern how DRM Content may be used – DRM Content cannot be used without an associated Rights Object, and may only be used as specified by the Rights Object.
In DRM 2.2, Rights Issuer can take a role of advertisement manager that assigns permissions and constraints to the DRM Content based on the selection of advertisement content that must be played out by the Device to enable access to this DRM Content. Advertisement manager may also collect the Metering Information of the advertisements consumption in order to implement various subscription models related to advertisements playout. Note that some of the related functionality may be implemented by a separate functional entity at the service provider side.

Change 3:  Add the following paragraph
B.2.4 Metering Extension for Advertisements
Metering of advertisement’s playout is implemented on the base of metering flow described in Appendix B.1.7. The metering of the advertisement content and of the normal DRM content can be performed separately. RI and/or advertisement manager can collect Metering Information from Devices specifically for the enforced advertisements, and the metering of advertisements playouts can be enabled per specific advertisement content or per type of an advertisement.

The metering flow for advertisements is described as follows:
1. After a browsing session to select the enforced advertisement, the enforced advertisement are downloaded along with the program content or separately to the Device. 

2. In order to retrieve the Metering Information from the Device, the RI may send a Metering Report ROAP Trigger which may contain the identifier(s) of the advertisement content or the type of advertisement to the Device. The Device can also initiate sending of Metering Information on its own accord as specified in the associated Rights.
3. The Device and the RI/advertisement manager perform ROAP Request and Response interaction to complete the metering protocol. Note that the metering report may contain Metering Information related to one or more advertisement contents.
Note that other extensions may be required to DRM 2.1 metering functionality in order to support advertisements management.
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
