B.1.x    Dynamic Advertisement Update
The technical use case illustrates Dynamic Advertisement Update by the advertiser.
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Figure 1: Dynamic Advertisements Update
1. The client initiates a browsing session with the Content Portal. The client selects the specific DRM Contents which is related to Advertisement from the content offerings on the portal. In addition, the client selects the discounted DRM Contents with Advertisement. The Advertisement Contents can be updated dynamically by the Advertiser or conditional information (e.g. time, period, event). So if the Advertiser wants to update the Advertisement, the Advertisement can be update.  Subsequently, the client downloads the DRM Content with Advertisement from the portal to local storage.
2. The client looks up the Rights Issuer URL within the DRM Content headers and initiates a connection to the Rights Issuer portal. And engages in the Rights Object Acquisition Protocol. The client, at the successful completion of this protocol, acquires the Rights Object associated with the Advertisement based DRM Content. User can buy the DRM Contents inexpensively.

3. If the DRM Contents related Advertisement meet a condition (e.g. time, period, event), the Client request to update the Advertisement to the Contents Issuer portal. The Contents Issuer portal check whether new Advertisement for updating is exist or not in the portal. If the new Advertisement is existed, the Contents Issuer portal delivers the new Advertisement to the Client. Upon Receiving the Advertisement, the Client shall update the Advertisement in the DCF in the Client.

4. As an alternative case, the Advertiser can update the Advertisement in the Client. If the Advertiser wants to update the Advertisement in the Client, the Contents Issuer portal pushes the Advertisement to the Client. Upon Receiving the Advertisement, the Client shall update the Advertisement in the DCF in the Client.
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
