6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  change  Section  5.5.1 as follows:
5.5.1Element <requirements>

	The <requirements> element contains an optional <tracked> element or an optional <AdvertisementPolicy> element.

Requirements are associated with one permission element at a time. For a permission to be granted all its requirements MUST be fulfilled. If a requirement is not understood or cannot be enforced by the consuming Device the associated permission is invalid and MUST NOT be granted. 

If present, a <requirement> element SHOULD contain the <tracked> element or the <AdvertisementPolicy> element. If a <requirement> element does not contain either the <tracked> element or the <AdvertisementPolicy> element, it does not require any specific pre-condition to be fulfilled.

The <requirement> element MUST only be present as a child element to other permission elements such as <play> and <display>, it MUST NOT be present as a top-level requirement.  If a DRM Agent receives an RO with a top-level requirement it MUST ignore this requirement.


Change 2:  Add a Section  5.5.3 as follows:

	Semantics
	For enforced advertisement, the specific advertisement SHOULD be played according to some specific requirements before the playout of the bound content. Such requirements for enforced advertisement are contained under the <AdvertisementPolicy> element, including the advertisement content’s asset information, the play element with proper constraints.
