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1 Reason for Change

This CR proposes the new element in the REL to constrict the number of devices that can use the same RO at the following cases:
1) in the multiple-player game, the clients that may join the game is constricted; in some games(such as game of cards), it is not permitted for one terminal to join the same game via different accounts.
2) for local consumption of content with the export (for both copy and move mode) and move operation, the number of granted play devices is constricted;

	Semantics
	The <DeviceNumThresh> element specifies the number of devices or clients (such as game players) that may share the same RO.
If the RO contains the <DeviceNumThresh> element, its state information SHALL record the information of devices or clients (including the identifier, URI, IP address and so on) that will consume the same RO.
For the game running, the device (game controller) where the RO consumption is maintained SHALL ensure the number of game players that join the game is under the value of DeviceNumThresh. When a game client requests to join the game and consume the remaining rights of the RO, the device (game controller) SHALL check whether the requesting client (by the identifier, URI or IP address etc. of the requesting client) has already joined this game currently. If yes, the requesting client may be refused to join the game, else check whether the current DeviceNumThresh value is greater than 0. If not, the request of joining game is rejected; else decrements the DeviceNumThresh value by 1 and record the information of the requesting client in the state information.
If the <DeviceNumThresh> element is set to constrain the <export> permission, once the RO is exported, the source device SHALL check whether the device to receive the exported RO has already been exported before for the same RO (i.e. whether the state information contains its device information such as identifier) and whether the number of devices that have used that RO has achieved the thresh (i.e. weather the DeviceNumThresh value is 0). If the device to receive the RO has not been recorded before and the DeviceNumThresh value is greater than 0, the source device decrements the value of <DeviceNumThresh> by 1 and records the information of the receiving device in the state information.
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
