a) The legal declaration text does not match the latest template (OMA-Template-SUP_XSD_example-20100830-I).
b) Line 22 - the version of the TS referenced is out of date. 
c) The file OMA-SUP-XSD_DRM_ROAP-V2_2-20100722-D was validated using three different validation engines and the following is the condensed output produced:
