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1 General Description

The attached is a proposed work item to extend OMA DRM v2.0 to enable seamless sharing of purchased content between multiple devices, including all the devices owned by a subscriber (phone, PC, home electronics system, car audio system, etc) and the temporary sharing of content on any device that is in close proximity to the subscriber’s device (e.g., a television set at a friend’s house or in a hotel room while the user is travelling).  In addition, the work item considers cases where some of the content may be protected by DRM schemes different from OMA DRM v2.0.
