Additionally, if the interrupted session needs to be resumed then value of the ‘Next’ anchor MUST be updated per the OMA

DataSyncProtocol v1.2. Since this is viewed as a resumption of the previous interrupted sync session, the value of the ‘Last’

anchor MUST NOT be updated and ‘Last’ anchor does not need to be sent.
Implementation considerations. 
· Relying on sync partner sending ‘Last’ anchor on resume is not recommended
, since it might lead to unnecessary slow syncs in cases when partner chooses not to send it.
· Resuming synchronization after the session is successfully finished might lead to unnecessary full syncs. For example, if the client sent Suspend alert in pkg#5, along with Map commands and statuses, and server sent successful statuses for both Suspend alert and Map commands, the sync is now successfully finished, and if the resumption is initiated after, server might request a refresh.
…
The alert code for ‘Resume Sync Session’ does not contain the sync type of previous session, which is necessary to know

prior to sending and receiving the <Sync> commands. For this purpose server MUST store the sync type when the session is

interrupted/paused and the same sync type MUST be used by the server while alerting datastore to the client in package 2.

Client MUST use the same sync type alerted by the server while sending the remaining data items in package 3 in the

resumed sync session.

If the status code for ‘Resume Sync Session’ is a 200 ‘Success’, alert for sync type is used by the server to indicate the type of sync being continued. If the status code for ‘Resume Sync Session’ is 508 ‘Refresh Required’ or 509 ‘Resume Rejected’, then alert for sync type is used to by the server to indicate the new overriding sync type.
Following code snippets elaborate how server accepts or rejects the resume alert and based on that indicates the relevant

sync-type, which is either previous session’s sync-type or forces a refresh sync or over-rides previous sync-type by another

sync-type.
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
