The current definition states that MaxSize specifies the maximum size of a given property, as it should specify the max size of the property value.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  [DEVINF]5.3.22 MaxSize
5.3.22 MaxSize

Usage: Specifies the maximum size in UTF-8 characters of a given property value . The sender MUST truncate the property to the specified size if the NoTruncate flag is not set. If the NoTruncate flag is set and the property value exceeds the maximum size, the property MUST NOT be sent to the client. If the maximum size is 0, this behaviour will also be observed. In that case if the NoTruncate flag is not set, a property with an empty value MUST be sent.
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
