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1 Reason for Change

OMA-DS-2005-0156R01-SRClarificationsTF describes the issue where Suspend/Resume example presumes the use of status 509 for sync type override in the resuming session, while status codes table describes 509 status as reserved for future use.

On the other hand, Suspend/Resume section does not mention 509 status usage anywhere else, therefore the details of this are not clear. Moreover, the current definition of Suspend/Resume presumes that no change of sync type is allowed since resuming session is a continuation of the previous sync.
Therefore, it is proposed to remove any mentioning of sync overriding possibility on suspend/resume.
