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1 Reason for Contribution

Given that the current RD use cases will undergo consolidation per the recommendation of OMA REQ group; we would like to propose a new structure for the DS 2.0 RD to improve its readability and remove the dependency of its organization on use cases.

· Real-time Synchronization Requirements
