5.3 Rights Management

5.3.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

The user has DRM protected material such as ring tones and music pieces in his device. Commonly these materials are protected by using Digital Rights Managements methods where the (use) number of copies of the protected material is limited. 

The main difference in synchronization of DRM protected material from the regular, not protected material is the challenge to be able to store the rights management information from two points: i) user shall be able to use the material also after the synchronization, and ii) synchronization shall not break the license model.

5.3.2.1 Actor Specific Issues

· No difference from normal synchronization flow.
5.3.2.2 Actor Specific Benefits

· User: User will be able to use the DRM protected material after synchronization..
5.3.3 Pre-conditions

General synchronization supported by device and Data Sync Server.
The User has right to access the Data Sync Server.

5.3.4 Post-conditions

The user has synchronized also DRM protected material and is still able to use the material within the limits of license.

5.3.5 Normal Flow

· The Device initiates the session request to the Data Sync Server.
· The client starts to transfer the data, including DRM protected data, to the server. DRM protected data is transferred together with the license information (number of times to use the material, codes how it is tied to the specific device etc.)
· Synchronization is completed.

5.3.6Other issues to be considered

· “Stateless” DRM protected data is easy to synchronize but if the DRM protected data has only a limited number of times to use it, how to make sure the number of using times can not be increased by synchronizing the data
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
